Village Plan – There was no feed back from the youth of the community.  The Hilldyke Youth Club is coming back to the committee and the committee will make contact with the youngsters via their schools.  There is a need for more facilities for youth.

There are apparently small lights in the football changing room.  Watford F. C. coaches to see if these lights will suffice as temporary lighting until something better is sourced.
